"Fukuoka Declaration”

The Japanese Society for Neurochemistry (JSN), together with the Japanese Neuroscience Society and
the Japanese Society of Biological Psychiatry, held its first joint meeting "NEURO 2024" and
reconfirmed its commitment to ""Molecules and Pathophysiology," a characteristic that the JSN has held
since its foundation. Today, it is commonplace to understand the pathophysiology of psychiatric and
neurological disorders at the molecular level, but half a century ago, this was a big dream and a
challenge. During these periods, technologies and disciplines born and developed in different fields,
such as the decoding of the human genome, the advent of next-generation sequencing, the
development of various imaging technologies, and the development of mathematical statistics and Al,
have contributed greatly to the elucidation of the molecular pathology of brain diseases. The slogan of
NEURO2024 is "Transcending borders for the future”. We would like to use this joint meeting of the
three societies as an opportunity to accelerate the exchange of new technologies, academics, and
people across disciplines, and to greatly reform and develop our own research. In doing so, however,
the JSN members will maintain the spirit of "learning from the past". We hereby declare that we will
continue to push forward on the path of elucidating ""Molecules and Pathophysiology" by maintaining a
high perspective of interdisciplinary fusion and combining newness with tradition.
